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We should realize that John emphasizes there are necessary result in the lives
of those who are born again. If there is genuine regeneration in a person’s
life, he or she will believe that Jesus is the Christ, and will refrain from a life
pattern of continual sin, and will love his brother, and will overcome the
temptation of the world, and will be kept safe from ultimate harm by the evil
one. These passages show that it is impossible for a person to be regenerated
and not become truly converted.
