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e Miracles, by definition, are rare.
e Miracles in the Bible are concentrated on special redemptive-historical periods:
o OT: Exodus (Moses) & Divided Kingdoms (Elijah & Elisha)
o NT: New Exodus: The Early Church Era (Jesus & the Apostles)
o Biblical “signs & wonders” are quite different from today’s “miracles.”
e Miracles are not a normal part of Christian experience today.
e We should not feel guilty if we have not experienced such “miracles!”

R Issue:
e If God is omnipotent, he is able to prevent evil.
e If God is good, he wants to prevent evil.
e But evil exists.
e Conclusion: either God is not omnipotent, or he is not good.
ToAEE 1IHk L Atheists’ issue: The Problem of Good!
EFEZ BN A Biblical Response:
e Normative: We have no right to bring accusations against God (Rom 9:19-21)
e Situational: God will always bring good out of evil (Rom 8:35-39).
e Existential: God will comfort us so that our hearts are fully assured of the justice and
rightness of his actions (Rev 15:3-4).
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Normative Defense:
God sets the standards
